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Article 1: NAME

The name of this sub-committee shall be the Primary Purpose Area Activities

Committee of  Narcotics  Anonymous/PPAACNA.   Here after referred to as the Activities Committee.

Article 2: PURPOSE

The purpose of the Activities Committee is to hold activities for the membership of Narcotics Anonymous. These activities have a three-fold purpose, listed in order of priority, to promote unity within our area, to provide an atmosphere of fun and recovery and to provide support to the PPANA.

Article 3: FUNCTIONS ANT) RESPONSIBILITIES

3.1 The basic functions of the Activities Committee are:

3.1.1 To plan, coordinate and execute activities and choose speakers with no less then one year continuous clean time and alternating between male and female.

3.1.2 To provide support for group hosted activities when that group has requested support from Activities Committee. 

3.1.3 The Activities Committee is to be responsible to the PPANA   in financial matters as specified in Section I.  of these guidelines.

Article 4: MEETING AND MEMBERSHIP

4.1 Meetings

4.1.1 The Activities Committee shall meet regularly at a designated time add place that is well publicized, encouraging all NA members to attend. The chairperson may call special meetings needed to carry out any functions of the Activities Committee, which cannot be performed in the time available at the monthly meeting.

4.2 Membership

4.2.1 Membership in the Activities Committee is open to all NA• members willing to serve and help.

4.2.2 Active membership is considered after attending two consecutive meetings end will remain active if two of the last three meetings are attended.

Article 5: VOTING PARTICIPANTS AND PROCEDURES

5.1 Voting Rights

5.1.1 Any active member has voting rights.

5.1.2 All elected officers have voting rights.

5.2 Quorum

5.2.1 Due to the fluctuation of membership and attendance, a regular quorum cannot be established. In order to allow the committee to perform and be responsible to the Area, we establish that if fewer than three active members are present at a meeting, no new activities may be voted upon but responsibilities pertaining to existing or planned activities may be decided upon by active members present.

Article 6: REQUIREMENTS AND DUTIES OF ACTIVE MEMBERS

6.1 
 It is generally accepted that all active members shall have the personal time    and willingness to serve as an active member, an understanding and practical experience of the Twelve Steps and Twelve Traditions of Narcotics Anonymous and maintain clean time throughout participation as an active member.

6.1.1 All active members are responsible for providing the chairperson with a current address and phone number and encouraging others to participate.

6.1.2 All. members in elected positions attend all functions.

Article 7: ELECTED OFFICERS

7.1      At the inception of the Activities Committee or if the Activities

Committee is unable to fill the position of Chairperson, then a

Chairperson will be elected by the voting members of the Area Service

Committee in accordance with Article X, Section 1 of the Guidelines of

the Primary Purpose  Area Service Committee of Narcotics Anonymous.

7.2 
The positions ofVice-Chairperson, Treasurer and Secretary shall be filled by elections of active members. A simple majority is required for election to a position.

7.3
 The Activities Committee shall have the following four elected trusted servants positions:

7.3.1 
Chairperson — Responsibilities

A. Suggested clean time of one year.

B. Attends all monthly ASC meetings or sends appropriate designee.

C. Serves as information source for area activities.

D. Issues monthly report to ASC on activities and financial status.

E. Chairs monthly committee meeting.

F. Organizes activities with the help of the committee.

G. Encourages others to participate.

H. Assume the duties as treasure, in the event that the treasure cannot    complete there term until someone else can be elected.

.I. Attends all activities firnetions.

7.3.2
 Vice-Chairperson - Responsibilities

A. Suggested clean time of six months.

B. Attends all monthly Activities Committee meetings.

C. Gives report to ASC meeting when Chairperson cannot do so.

D. Assist Chairperson in carrying out and organizing activities.

E. Is prepared to assume duties of the Chairperson upon the resignations of the Chairperson.

F. Encourages others to participate.

H. Becomes the second signature on the activities checking account, in the event the treasure cannot complete there term.

I. Attends all activities functions.

7.3.3
 Treasurer - Responsibilities

A. Suggested clean time of 2 years.

B. Maintains the checking account

C. Keeps detailed records of income and disbursements.

D. Attends all monthly Activities Committee meetings.

E. Provides accurate account of funds.

F. Encourages others to participate.

G. Attends all activities functions.

7.3.4 
Secretary - Responsibilities

A. Suggested clean time of 6 months.

B. Attends all monthly Activities Committee meetings.

C. Takes notes at all Activities meetings and provides a copy of the minutes to all active committee members.

D. Keeps current address and phone numbers of active members.

E. Encourages others to participate. 





C Attends all activities functions.

7.4
 The term of elected officers shall be for a period of one year starting in January and ending in December, with nominations

opening in October.

7.5 Any elected officer missing two out of three functions shall be   removed from there position at the discretion of the activities voting members.

Article 8: NON-ELECTED MEMBERS

8.1 Non-elected members of the Activities Committee must have a suggested clean time of 6 months to handle any monies.

8.2 Attend as many activities  functions as possible.

Article 9: FINANCIAL

9.1 The Treasurer of the Activities Committee shall adhere to the suggestions put forth in the Group Treasurer’s Handbook and

Treasurer’s Handbook as distributed by the  WSO   of NA.

9.2 In addition to the above-mentioned suggestions, the Activities

Committee establishes these money-handling procedures:

9.2.1 The Treasurer shall use multiple receipts and copies kept in the Treasurer’s archive of all revenues and disbursements.

9.2.2 Receipts must be provided by anyone seeking reimbursements from the Activities Committee Treasures and only for purchases or expenses approved by the Activities Committee.

9.2.3 Separate revenue accounting of income from various sources of revenue shall be used at all functions.  A form that records these revenues separately  shall be used at all functions  and shall be completed and signed by two elected Activities Committee officers.

9.2.4 The various sources of income that shall be recorded are as follows:

A. A count of admissions shall be kept and checked against the dollar amount collected.

B. Revenue for food and/or  soda shall be kept separate from other monies.

C. Any other sources of revenue shall be noted on the income accounting form.

9.2.5 These revenues shall be kept separate  at all functions until turned over to the Treasurer or Chairperson at which time both people

shall count the money and initial the revenue reporting from.

9.3 The Treasurer shall provide a report to the Activities Committee each month at the regular   meeting and  shall consist of but not be limited to the following information:

A. Previous balance

B. Income

C. Disbursements, expenses, donations, etc.

D. Current balance

9.4   The Treasurer shall also provide to the Chairperson any updates that might           pertinent to be included in the Chairperson’s monthly report to

the Area Service Committee

9.5 The activities committee shall keep a prudent reserve to be determined by the 

groups, passing all other monies to PPANA service committee.

Article 10:MISCELLANEOUS

10.1 No area  function  will be named for or about any religious  holiday   or event,  i.e. St. Valentines Day, St. Patrick’s Day, Christmas,

             and  Easter.
