Hwy. 63 to Kirksville. Follow U.S. Hwy. 63 (Baltimore St.) through the town of Kirksville. At the north end of town, turn 
left/west onto Hwy. 6 and continue for about three miles to Hwy. 157. Turn left/south onto Hwy. 157.  
From St. Louis 
Travel west on I-70 to Columbia. Take U.S. Hwy. 63 north to Kirksville exit 128 A. Follow U.S. Hwy. 63 (Baltimore St.) 
through the town of Kirksville. At the north end of town, turn left/west onto Hwy. 6 and continue for about three miles to 
Hwy. 157. Turn left/south onto Hwy. 157 and continue about two miles to the park entrance. 
From Kansas City 
Thousand Hills State Park is close to five hours from Kansas City. Travel north on I-35 to Exit 54 near Cameron. Take 
U.S. Hwy. 36 east to Macon. Turn left/north onto U.S. Hwy. 63 and continue to Kirksville. Follow U.S. Hwy. 63 
(Baltimore St.) through the town of Kirksville. At the north end of town, turn left/west onto Hwy. 6 and continue for about 
three miles to Hwy. 157. Turn left/south onto Hwy. 157 and continue about two miles to the park entrance.
